Valedictory

This day has ended.

Itis closing upon us as the

water-lily upon its own tomorrow.

What was given us here we shall keep.

And if it suffices not, then again must we
come together and together stretch our hands
unto the giver.

Mr. Noble, honoured guests, members of the staff, fellow graduates, and ladies and gentlemen:
We pass this way but once. Some of us will be glad, others may have some regrets. However,
through memories, both good and bad, we can relive the past. It is my honour tonight
to revive these memories and bid farewell to Lawrence Park.

Our lifestyle has changed drastically over the past half decade. Five years ago dress
was restricted; girls were rarely seen in slacks and boys were requested to stay away from
wearing jeans. Today, students wear what they wish. Dress was not the only contro-
versial issue in our early days in high school, as hair length for boys often brought con-
flict between the student and the staff members. This too has changed.

There have been other changes. It was during our time at Lawrence nearly all of the or-
iginal members of the staff retired from teaching. Among themn were Miss Gairns, Mr.
Crozier, Miss Reid, Miss Howard, Mrs. Mathews, Mr. Chick, Mr. Horwood, Mr. Butterill,
and lastly Mr. Lewis. whose passing away this summer we deeply regret.

The world beyond Chatsworth and Lawrence has not stood still either. Men on the moon
are no longer a myth but an achievement. And political assasination is a sad reality
of the sixties and seventies. We are a part of an intellectual explosion, which demands high
educational standards from its youth. High school is no longer a stopping point, but rather
the starting block in the race for higher education. Man sways between advancement
and regression in this period of time.

We are an unique group of students as we have had to learn to be more flexible than our
predecessors in order to handle the curves which society has had to throw at us. For ex-
ample, in grade nine we felt pressure from post-secondary schools to do our best as we
were told universities and colleges would not have places for many of us graduating in
the 1970's. To-day we are aware this prediction is less true.

We will take with us memories of the 16-17 loss at Varsity, or the time a certain music
teacher's daughter pulled the fire alarm on the night of the athletic department's famed
synchronized swim show. The smell of sulphuric acid will make us think of the third floor
hall and the feeling of nausea may occur when recalling the long, long journey to Thunder Bay.
And at the end of these Commencement ceremanies, the class of 72 will exist only
in the framed pictures on the walls and in the achievements it has left behind. We have
continued a tradition scholastically, athletically, musically, and artistically. Qur achieve-
ments in these fields are numerous, and are ones which will stay embedded in the minds
of those who participated for a long time.

Unfortunately many of us have difficulty in saying "thank you" to those people we res-
pect and admire, the principal and vice-principals, teachers of Lawrence Park Collegiate
Institute. On behalf of those shy, but grateful, graduates, thank you staff for being patient
when we were difficult and firm when we were troublesome.

Tonight we are free to forget the three ten-page essays due on Monday, or the test which
counts for a mere twenty percent of the final mark, and sit back and gloat in self-pride.
We are graduating from a school which has challenged us to learn, understand, and mature.
We may not have succeeded in meeting this challenge, but if we have gained one friend
or one truth from Lawrence Park, our schooling has been successful.

When we were young, we expected others to cater to our needs. As we grow older, we learn
a fundamental law: the things we crave most - happiness, freedom, peace, friendship -
are achieved by giving them to others. The freedom we have, as individuals, loses its
significance when it has nowhere to go, no outlet for fulfiliment beyond our own limited
selves. Our education has offered us the opportunity to break beyond those limits and help
others. We must not fail those who have given us happiness, peace, friendship, and free-
dom, for they expect us to carry on in their tradition.
