He re-
ceived his B. Paed. from the U. of T. in 1945 while teaching
English at Harbord C.D., Toronto. Jarvis C.I, Toronto , made
him Head of the English Department in 1957.

His first association with L.P.C.1. was his appointment as Vice
Principal in 1961. In 1964 he was “called” to the Principalship of
this high school and has remained until his retirement on Decem-
ber 31, 1973.

Mr. Noble must be very happy glancing through past Robur’s
and recalling all that he and his staff and students have achieved
over the many busy and exciting years. The pages will produce
many happy memories and chuckles.

We think of him not only as our Principal but as “'the Boss,” the
Duke of Chatsworth, a spectator at sporting events, a supporter
of art, drama and music nights, as well as dances and Parents’ As-
sociation events, and, at times, the bearer of good and, and not-so-
good news.

His pride in his students and staff has always been evident. His

strong belief that Lawrence Park was the best in the City of
Toronto has kept the high academic, music and sports standards
that are the tradition of this school.

His family consists of a very charming wife Lucy, and three
children, Heather, Nancy and William. He and his family are
very fond of their home in the country. If not there he has hobbies
of golf, sporting events, and gardening. He also gives great time
to his church and community.

Mr. Noble, Ladies and Gentlemen,

The class of 1973 is unique. As we progressed through the
ranks, this school recorded many changes and accomplishments
as well as a continual rise in school spirit which seemed to peak
last May. Our Commencement is unique. It is the first in the
school’s history at which the teachers are not present officially,
and the last under the chairmanship of our principal, Mr. William
T. Noble.

The esprit de corps in the class and in the school reflects that of
the community. Many of our parents were former Lawrence
Park students, and some of them were taught by the same
teachers. They, as neighbours, would have special interest in the
school. Our area has very active public school neighbourhood
clubs, and lately we have seen the formation of many resident as-
sociations. During the past year, some of our citizens have ap-
plied to close sections of their street temporarily, and “block par-
ties” may soon become a familiar sight.

Until recently, Lawrence Park students came from one of the
seven feeder schools, and as most of us came from Ledbury or
Glenview, we found it easier to mix and build a community at-
mosphere. Any antagonism between members of these two large
groups was softened by our coming in different grades. Law-
rence Park is one of the few schools that lack diversity in in-
come and race. Whethere this is good or bad is a serious question,
but it definitely eliminates the problem of prejudice between
groups of different backgrounds. We are also one of the few
schools that offers only one course of study. Many problems arise
elsewhere because of friction between students in arts, com-
merce and technical courses.

Because of good leadership, group spirit, and outstanding parti-
cipants, we have had success in our endeavours. In sports, we
have done well in both interschool competition and in the in-
tramural programme. Our domination of high school football
gave us pride in Lawrence Park. The athletic boards have placed
less emphasis on winning. Athletes and non-athletes competed to-
gether in the “Winter Olympics” and the “Chatsworthian
Games'".

We have also done well in music. Qur annual success in Kiwan-
is inspired us to work harder each year. Our concert-exchange
trips combined practise and pleasure, and gave students from all
grades an opportunity to mix with each other and with students
of other cities.

The student councils of recent years have had more enthusias-
tic leadership and have achieved their aim of active student parti-
cipation in the school. The United Appeal campaigns have in-
volved students of all ages working and having fun together as
well as supporting a good cause. In raising funds, the councils
have abandoned the traditional approach of selling items from
door to door which is based on individual effort. They have
adopted ideas such as car rallies and bike-a-thons, where money
is being made while students are enjoying themselves and meet-
ing people.

The responsibilities of the student council have gone beyond
the limits of the school. Last year they were asked to question the
right of a students, and because of the lowered age of legal major-
ity, presentation of election candidates is now a regular service
they provide. This year they are deciding student action on an is-
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sue of provincial politics! Indeed, in five years we have seen
great strides in the need for responsible student government.
We should not forget the assistance we have received from the
Parents’ Association in achieving our goal. Dissatisfied with the
impersonal approach of the Home and School Association, the
parents in this area broke away and formed the Lawrence Park
Parents-Teachers Association. In recent years they presented
“Mini-Nite" so that our parents would be made aware of our dai-
ly routine. In 1971, they proposed the idea of “Circles and
Squares”, to be held for the first time anywhere the following
March. The proposal stressed that students, parents, and teachers
should work together and at the same time enjoy themselves
while raising money for student interests.
The Lawrence Park Parents-Teachers Association is con-
cerned with the welfare of the students, and it wants to provide
assistance and support where it can. Their determination to pro-
vide us with this commencement is proof of that concern!
Periods of time in a school’s history are usually associated with
the headmaster during that time, so for the history of Lawrence
Park, this is the end of the Noble era. During these years, we stu-
dents were allowed greater freedom to test our ideas, and some
people criticized this allowance. We were not always successful
in achieving our goals, but successful or not, we learned from our
mistakes and we appreciated the freedom we were granted.
Our principal has been devoted to such projects as a resource
centre, improved sports facilities and continued public support
of our summer school system. His concern for his students
reaches far beyond the requirements of his profession. The stu-
dents of Lawrence Park owe much to the tireless dedication of
Mr. Noble.
The class of 1973 has many achievements to its name. We have
several outstanding leaders, athletes, musicians, artists and de-
baters. And I think that much of the imagination in our recent
yearbooks came from members of this class. Our sleigh ride was
the first outside function for students of all ages which was not su-
pervised or controlled by the board. And our graduation dinner
and dance was the first student undertaking of its kind.
Yet I think our class will be remembered best for the atmos-
phere of friendship and group spirit that made that party such a
success. If we are unique it is because we had many unique op-
portunities and much assistance along the way. Although we had
our successes and achievements, we did not escape frustration
and defeat. We were also required to face a tragic reality, but
even then we equally shared the loss of Gillian Macnab. So now
the class of 1973 must disperse, but hopefully the bonds of friend-
ship and spirit will remain strong,
1 would like to leave you with these words from “ Desiderata’.

“With all its sham, drudgery and broken dreams,
it is still a beautiful world. Be careful.
Strive to be happy.”
